QUIET TIMES IN THE LIFE OF CHRIST
One day in the late winter or early spring of 28AD Jesus Christ called 4 fishermen to be fishers of men.  Three of these 4 men had been following Him closely during the last year.  They traveled with Him to Capernaum. and watched Him heal a demon possessed man in the local synagogue on the Sabbath.  That night the crowds gather at the door of the house where Jesus was spending the night. It was the house of one of his disciples. They came in anticipation of Jesus' healing them. All that night Jesus heals many!  The next morning the crowds once again gather around the house looking for Jesus so they may be healed.  But the disciples cannot find Him in the house. They began searching for Him outside. Where do they find Him?  (Read Luke 1:32-37 and record your answer in the space below).

What was Christ doing during this time? What does Mark 1:35 say? (Note: Mark l:38. What else took place during Christ’s time with them?)

Jesus was the first Christian disciple.  Isaiah prophesies of Christ in Isa. 50 contrasting  His life with disobedient Israel.  Christ is speaking in Isa 50:4-9. (Look especially at Isa 50:4 and see if it can help you understand what Christ was doing that morning in Capernaum while His disciples were looking for Him).

What principles do the above passages teach us about Quiet Times?

What do you feel Jesus' disciples learned that morning?

Jesus does not give His disciples any personal training in Quiet Times until November of 29 AD, 20 months later.  And then it was in response to a question they​ asked. Let's take a look at that picture.  (Read Luke 11:1).  What caused the disciples to ask Jesus this question?

Take a close look at the immediate answer Jesus gives them and record your thoughts (Luke 11:2-4).  What has He taught them here about Quiet Times?

With these thoughts as background and the following verses as possible references, develop a "package" for how you want to share with another the necessity for a daily time with God.
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
